Helpful hints to find what you’re looking for!

Moodle (for DJ discussion posts):

1. Go to Mrs. Peck’s teacher website

2. On the Home page, click the ELA MOODLE LOG-IN link

3. Sign in using your CUBE USERNAME and PASSWORD

4. Click 8TH GRADE ELA LANGLAIS/PECK

5. Find the DJ Post # you want to post in, and click the link next to the face symbols

a. TO FIND YOUR DJ POST GRADES ON MOODLE:

i. Be on the blue homepage for our ELA class

ii. On the left side of the screen, click the link for GRADES (above the profile link)

iii. All of your grades for the posts you turned in will be listed

Wiki (for projects, class information, student pages):

1. Go to Mrs. Peck’s teacher website

2. On the Home page, click the WIKI LOG-IN link

3. Sign in using your CUBE USERNAME and PASSWORD

4. Scroll down the page and click on the project page you want to view

a. TO ACCESS YOUR OWN WIKI PAGE (only available once we have created them together in class):
i. On either the Wiki home page, or on the “Scrollbar” on the right side of the screen, click on YOUR ENGLISH TEACHER AND CLASS PERIOD

ii. Click on YOUR OWN NAME to access your page

iii. If you want to type, or edit the page, select “EDIT” in the top left corner

iv. After you type anything on your page, select “SAVE”

IMS Research Databases (eLibrary, EBSCO, Grolier, InfoTrac, etc):

1. Go to www.ipswichschools.org
2. Go to the Middle School

3. Click “Academics” in the toolbar

4. On the left side of the screen, click MEDIA CENTER

5. Click RESEARCH DATABASES link in the center of the screen

a. Please note: you will need a Merrimack Valley library card to access the research databases from home.  Username is the barcode on your library card, password is last 4 digits of your home phone number
