Creating a Works Cited – A Quick Guide

MLA Format

To create a proper MLA works cited, keep a few things in mind:

· Sources should be alphabetized by author’s last name, OR

· If a source has no author, alphabetize it by its title

· You may not find all of the information needed, but fill in what you can

Basic Formats:


1.  Format for a Book:

Author last name, first name.  Title of Book.  City and state book was published: Publishing Company’s name, date of publication

For example:

Allen, Joe.  My Life with the Wild Apes.  New York City, New York: Random House Publishers, 2003.


2.  Format for an article in a magazine:

Author last name, first name.  “Title of Article.”  Title of Magazine.  Volume.Issue # (year it was published): page # - page #.

For example:

Jonston, Wendy.  “Aid Comes to the Sudan.”  Newsweek.  22.3 (2008): 121-123.

3.  Format for an article WITH AN AUTHOR:

Author Last name, first name.  “Title of Article.”  Title of Publication.  Volume.Issue # (year it was published): page # - page #.  Database Name.  Date you accessed it.

For example:

Mickler, Stephen G.  “Bono Rocks for Charity.”  Rolling Stone Magazine.  12.3 (2004): 81-82.  ELibrary.  October 10, 2008.


4.  Format for an article with MULTIPLE AUTHORS:

1st Author Last Name, First Name and 2nd Author First Name, Last Name.  “Title of Article.”  Title of Publication.  Volume.Issue # (year it was published): page # - page #.  Database Name.  Date you accessed it.

For example:

Arezzo, Rita M. and Trevor Willett.  “Uncovering DaVinci’s Brain.”  American Journal of Psychology.  20.3 (2001): 182-184.  EbscoHost.  October 5, 2008.


5.  Format for an article WITHOUT AN AUTHOR:

“Title of Article.” Title of Publication.  Volume.Issue # (year it was published): page # - page #.  Database Name.  Date you accessed it.

For example:

“Steve Irwin Gives Animals a Home.”  Animal Planet Weekly.  32.5 (2007): 225-226.  EbscoHost.  October 11, 2008.

6.  Format for an article WITH AN EDITOR:

Last Name, First Name, ed.  “Title of Article.”  Title of Publication.  Volume.Issue # (year it was published): page # - page #.  Database Name.  Date you accessed it.

For example:

Troppel, Christof, ed.  “Turn of the Century.”  US News and World Report.  10.2 (2000): 25-28. Infotrac.  October 17, 2008.

Internet Sources:


7.  Format for an internet source WITH AN AUTHOR:

Author Last Name, First Name.  “Title of Web Page.”  URL Link, Date you accessed the website.

For example:

Stullem, Martha.  “US Rivals Target Knife-Edge races.” http://news.bbc.co.uk/2/hi/americas/us_elections_ 2008/7704869.stm, November 2, 2008.


8.  Format for an internet source WITHOUT AN AUTHOR:

“Title of Web Page.”  URL Link, Date you accessed the website.

For example:

“EU Convoy calls for action in Congo.” http://news.bbc.co.uk/2/hi/africa/7704628.stm, November 2, 2008.
