A student who exhibits the following academic skills will be recommended for College Prep Level 1:

· benefits from frequent check-ins for academic deadlines
· benefits from frequent check-ins for clarification and academic progress
· benefits from extra support with planning, writing and revising
· seeks clarification for basic academic instruction
· needs reinforcement to prepare for assessments
· is still developing grade-level literacy skills
· thrives in a smaller class environment
A student who exhibits the following academic skills will be recommended for College Prep Level 2:
· meets most academic deadlines

· is independently able to plan and organize assignments

· is often able to prepare for assessments and long-term projects

· has mastered grade-level content skills but may still struggle with application

· has mastered grade-level literacy skills

· is utilizing the writing process to integrate required supporting details

· is often able to stay on task and work independently

A student who exhibits the following academic skills will be recommended for Honors:

· meets all academic deadlines with independence

· is able to manage his/her time and multiple assignments simultaneously

· seeks challenging books for independent reading choices

· is consistently prepared for assessments

· has moved beyond grade-level literacy skills

· excels at independent work

· is self-directed, highly motivated and seeks academic challenges

· turns in quality written work which exceeds 8th grade benchmarks

· writes with a strong personal voice/style

· writing reflects firm grasp of English grammar, sentence structure, and conventions of academic writing

· voluntarily participates with frequency and consistency

· initiates opportunities for feedback, support, or clarification from teacher
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
